OBITUARY --

In this casket before us lies the remains of James Dillavou or called by his friends (Uncle Jim) was born of his parents John and Rebecca Dillavou on the 15th day of May 1825 in Greene Co., Ohio, he being the youngest of eight children, four boys and four girls, having only one brother living close to 93 years of age. While a youth his parents moved to Wayne Co., Ind. and up to manhood assisting his father in farming in summer and reaming in winter. Not having the advantage of common school education he spent his time this way up to the time of his marriage to Miss Margaret Coon which was solemnized in May 21, 1848, being 28 years of age at the time of his marriage. He lived in Randolph Co., Ind.. until the birth of his first child, in two or three years he moved near Bloomington, Ill. where he rented land and farmed a few years, then came out west on horseback in search of a home where land could be bought suitable to his means, buying the farm he still owned on Otter Creek, moved on his land (raw prairie) to make him a home on the 9th of Nov. 1855, to endure the privations and hardships of many long years in the wilds of the west, which none but old pioneers of long ago can tell. To his first marriage was born six children, three boys and three girls, one little boy dying in Ill. and one little girl in Iowa, leaving two boys and two girls. Then in a few months to add to sorrow and discomfort the wife and mother was taken on the 25th day of May 1862, leaving the youngest child only 4 months and 10 days of age without a mothers care. Then on the 14th day of Oct. 1862 he was united in marriage to Mrs. Nancy Morlan and to this union were born 8 children, 4 boys and 4 girls, only 5 of these are living 3 boys and 2 girls; one little girl (Margaret) dying in youth, one girl (Martha) at death leaving a family of her own, one son (Henry) of age at death. In the fall of 1897 he rented his old home farm and moved to Lahabra, Cal. in search of better health, not finding it suitable to his and his families health he came back and located on the farm in which he died. He has lived on the farm 3 miles from his old home over 40 years. His death occurred on the 11th of Sept. 1903, at the age of 78 yrs. 3 mo. 26 days, living in Greene Co., for over 47 years, the greater part of his life being spent in suffering with kidney and lung trouble until relief came in death. A great many years of his life or as long as he was able after coming to Iowa, was spent in looking after the interest of his township and county, helping to build and improve the same, holding many positions of trust in township and county. One thing he loved to look after was the schoolings first in private residence and as soon as possible the erection of school houses for the furtherance of education. Another in particular was the keeping of the Sabbath day and attending church in private house and as soon as a school house was built attend Church there. In the early day he wanted to hear the Gospel of Christ preached. He not only attended Church in Greene but up in Carroll Co. as well. As soon as Churches were built he attended there, in fact he was the originator of the Friends Church in Kendrick Twp. He attended church as far as his health would permit, not feeling able to harness his team and go to church, his body failing so fast, a thing he greatly lamented, be deprived of church privileges to a great extent. The last time he was permitted to attend Church was in Ralston while stopping with his son. While attending church he caught cold and was never able to attend any more. He soon was confined to the house and bed, and during each day and night, he has at different times committed his soul and spirit to the care of the Savior of men, calling come holy spirit, come with all thy quickening power to thee I commit my all. His constant prayer was that Christ might in fullness dwell. His nurse who was by his bedside for several days says that was his constant theme, "Christ all in All." He helped to build the Friends Church and was a member of the same, he said he wanted it built for the worship of Jesus Christ and him only. He knew how to share with the poor and needy for he had been there himself. All that his children, wife, physicians and friends could do , could not relieve his suffering untill death came without a struggle, closing his own eyes in peace to all his surrounding friends, as witnessed by three of his sons. His body soon will be laid away in silent earth which he gave to his township for a resting place for his family and friends. Thus can we say farewell father, farewell Uncle Jim, peace to thy ashes.

Biography-

JAMES DILLAVOU, farmer, section 17, Kendrick Township, is one of the prominent pioneers of that township, and was born in Greene County, Ohio, May 15, 1825, son of John and Rebecca (Roberts) Dillavou, natives of New Jersey, who were the parents of eight children, of whom our subject was the youngest. When he was about twelve years of age his parents removed to Randolph County, Indiana, where he lived until twenty-five years of age. He was reared a farmer and received his education in the common schools. He was married May 21, 1848, to Miss Margaret Coon, daughter of John and Mary Coon, a native of Delaware. In 1850 Mr. Dillavou removed to McLean County, Illinois, where he resided five years, and November 9, 1855, he came to Greene County, locating on his present farm in Kendrick Township. There were about twenty-five families living in the township at that time. He first lived in a tent for some time, and his stock was sheltered in the brush. After a time he built a log cabin. He had to go forty miles to mill, and his post office was at Des Moines; the mail was frequently brought to Jefferson with an ox team. Elk were frequently found here at that time. Mr. Dillavou owns 460 acres of well-cultivated land, with good improvements. He has a comfortable house, a commodious barn and out-buildings for stock and grain. Mrs. Dillavou died May 25, 1862, leaving six children -- George, Elza, Rebecca, John, Mary and a babe; two are deceased. October 14, 1866, Mr. Dillavou was married to Mrs. Nancy Morelan, a native of Putnam County, Indiana, and daughter of William and Susan Beck. Mrs. Dillavou was the widow of Jackson Morelan and the mother of three children -- Evan, William and Jackson. By the second marriage there were eight children -- Martha, Samuel, Henry, Ira, Amos, Anice, Stacy and Margaret, deceased. Politically Mr. Dillavou is a Republican, casting his first vote for General Fremont. He has served in most of the township offices, and has served twice as county supervisor. He donated the ground for the Dillavou Cemetery, and is a liberal supporter of all worthy enterprises.

Notes for NANCY CAMILLA BECK:

Nancy C. was the widow of Jackson Morlan, with three children, Evan, William and Jackson, Jr., when she married James Dillavou.

The Journal very much regrets its inability to publish an obituary of Mrs. James Dillavou this week. There was an unusually large attendance at the funeral of this very highly respected lady on Sunday.

Thursday May 20, 1920 --

Nancy Camilla Beck was born in Putnam county, Ind., November 25, 1833, and died May 6, 1920, aged 86 years, 5 months and 11 days. She was united in marriage to Jackson Morlan at the age of seventeen. To this union four sons were born, two of whom still survive, William of Crookston, Minnesota and Jackson, of Winslow, Arkansas. She with her husband, moved to Greene county, Iowa, in 1856, driving through from Indiana, and hence she was a pioneer of this county, having been a continuous  resident for over sixty-four years. 

After the death of Mr. Morlan she was married to James Dillavou October 4, 1862. To this union four sons and four daughters were born. Two daughters, Martha and Margaret, and one son, Henry, have gone before. Sam, Amos, Anise Jordan, and Stacy Rider are still in our midst, while Ira lives in Gaza, Iowa. She was a charter member of the Friends church of Scranton of which she's always been a faithful member.

The families and endearing name, "Aunt Nancy Dillavou", stands for loving services and deep friendship to a legion of acquaintances who knew and admired her many virtues. Her husband, "Uncle Jim", passed to the Great Beyond September 11, 1903. Besides her host of friends she leaves to mourn their loss five sons, two daughters, forty-two grandchildren, forty-seven great-grandchildren, one brother, one sister and many nieces and nephews. "Blessed are the dead who die in the Lord, for they shall rest from their labors and their works do follow them." She is not dead, but has entered into life, where she awaits our coming.

Funeral services were conducted at the Friends church on Sunday, May 9th, at 2 p.m., by Rev. J.S. Hockett, of Albion, Iowa. Interment was made beside her husband at the Dillavou cemetery. The pall bearers were four of her sons.

Notes for HENRY C. DILLAVOU:

DIED.  Henry Dillavou, at the home of his parents, James and Nancy Dillavou, Sunday, March 7, 1837, and was buried in the Dillavou cemetery Tuesday, March 9. He was about 27 years of age at the time of his death. He has been one of the greatest as well as the most patient sufferer the writer has ever known, being totally blind for nearly six years, bedridden for almost three years of the last part of his life and nearly all this time not only almost entirely helpless but almost speechless, and while for more than two years daily dying, and  yet living, he bore  all this with a patience that could not be defined, for while he could not converse he would  readily recognize  his friends by  their voices,  and while conversing with him he would make many signs that were easily understood. He had been a true Christian for several years and was ever ready and willing to go or stay and wait the Master's pleasure. A great throng of his friends who had known him from infancy gathered at the home to pay their last tribute of respect to the departed, and then follow the remains to their last resting place. The sympathy of the vicinity is extended to the bereaved ones.

Notes for GEORGE COON DILLAVOU:

GEORGE C. DILLAVOU, farmer, section 17, Kendrick Township, was born in Randolph County, Indiana, August 29, 1850, son of James Dillavou, a prominent pioneer of this county. He was five years of age when his father came to Iowa and settled amid the wild surroundings of pioneer life. His youth was spent in assisting his father on the farm, and in attending the common schools of Greene County. He was married March 13, 1879, to Miss Lotta Chase, who was a native of Canada, and a daughter of Rev. John W. Chase, a prominent minister in the United Brethren Church, and the founder of the first church of that denomination in Greene County. He was a native of Connecticut, and married Miss Susan Crawford, who was a native of Canada. They lived in Canada several years, and in 1855 came to Iowa, settling in Clayton County, where they lived until 1868, then came to Greene County and settled in Cedar Township. Mr. Dillavou came to his present farm in the spring of 1879, which he purchased some time previous. He owns 200 acres of excellent land, and his farm is known as one of the best in his township. He has a good two-story residence built in modern style, with bay window and piazzus, and surrounded with shade trees, and his farm buildings are commodious and comfortable. He is quite extensively engaged in stock-raising and feeding. Mr. and Mrs. Dillavou have had four children- Mahlon J., Statten G.; Ross L., who died at the age of two years, ten months and fifteen days, and Maud. Politically Mr. Dillavou is a Republican. He served as township clerk when only twenty-one years of age. He has served as a member of the School Board and township assessor with satisfaction to his constituents. He well remembers seeing the deer and elk run up and down the creek on the farm of his father; seeing and hearing the prairie wolves howl when only a little boy, and at one time getting scared by the wolves, and in the place of seeing carpet-baggers and plug hats, hoops and bustles, or banged hair, he saw the hunter with his coon-skin cap and long rifle on his shoulder, and women dressed plain with long hair.

Obituary - George C. Dillavou

George C. Dillavou, son of James and Margaret Dillavou, was born August 29, 1850, in Randolph county, Indiana.  At the age of two years he moved with his parents to Illinois, near Bloomington.  After living there three years the family moved to Iowa in the fall of 1855 in a covered wagon, locating in Kendrick township, Greene county.

Mr. Dillavou was one of the pioneers of this section of Iowa and experienced many of the hardships and privations of pioneer days.  He loved to relate some of his experiences and in order to preserve the record of his life he wrote a carefully prepared account of the same so his children and others might have the facts.  This was done shortly previous to the time he was confined to his bed.

On March 13, 1879, he was united in marriage to Charlotte A. Chase Hall and on the 18th of March they began housekeeping on the farm, now occupied by his son, Statten, six miles northwest of Scranton.  To this union nine children were born, five sons and four daughters, all of whom were born and reared on the farm in Kendrick township.

In the spring of 1907 he moved his family to a little farm which he purchased near Glidden.  Later he moved to town, and after eight years purchased the Vader property and lived there ever since.

Mr. Dillavou was a man of high and noble principles.  He was industrious and thrifty, being actively engaged in useful occupation all his life.  He was devoted to his family, he was a good neighbor, he loved his country and had high regard for the Bible, the church and his God.  He was always blessed with good health until about a year ago.  From that time on his strength gradually failed until he peacefully passed away on Saturday afternoon, September 2, 1933, having reached the age of 83 years and 4 days.  On his 83rd birthday anniversary, just four days before his passing the children and a few friends gathered around his bedside and fittingly commemorated the event.  Then two days later the annual Dillavou reunion was held and he was eager to hear a report from that.  It seemed his strength rapidly ebbed away after he had lived up to the time of these two events.

His wife and lifelong companion preceded him in death, as did also three of his children; his wife passing on July 9, 1929; Rossman J.; who died in infancy; Fern E., who died January 25, 1909, and Joy W., who was killed in the world war July 19, 1918.  He leaves to mourn his departure six children; Malhon J., of Glidden; Statten G. of Scranton; Maude E. Whiting; of Lake City; Essie E. Allstott, also of Scranton; Wayne E., of Austin, Minnesota, and Genevra G. Davis, of Glidden; also 17 grandchildren and 10 great-grandchildren.  He also leaves one brother, John of National City, California; one sister, Mary E. Baggs, of Mora, Minnesota; two half- sisters, Mrs. Martin Jordan, Mrs. Ernest Rider, and one half-brother, Amos Dillavou, all of Scranton, Iowa, besides a large circle of friends and distant relatives.

Some of his closing words in his own written account of his life which he prepared on last June 8th are as follows; "It will not be long until my name will be in this list." (he has just mentioned the names of the deceased in the family) "as I am suffering much pain in my 83rd year. You all have my thanks for your kindness and help which you have given me. May the Lord bless you is my sincere wish. I have never lost faith in the All wise Supreme Creator. My hope is an eternal reward. I know there is none other that can speak peace to a man's soul but the eternal God himself. So I trust as I fall asleep in Him, I shall rise with Him. This is my fervent prayer...You whom I leave may God bless you. Trusting and hoping that I have my part in the first Resurrection, for on "luck" the second death hath no power. This is my Prayer. Good-bye."

Funeral services were held Tuesday afternoon at the M.E. church, the Rev. E.M. Buehler in charge, assisted by the Rev. Mrs. Alberry, of the Kendrick Friends church. A male quartet, consisting of W.L. McLaughlin, A.D. Smith, W.H. Genter and C.M. Roberts, sang two selections and W.H. Genter sang a solo, Mrs. Florence Sherfield presided at the organ. Interment at the Dillavou cemetery. She was a fond wife and loving mother, a kind neighbor; naturally of a peaceful disposition. She leaves to mourn her loss her husband, six children 17 grandchildren, 6 great grandchildren, 3 sisters, and one brother, and a large circle of friends who have known her for so many years. " I have but thee my Lord let thy spirit be with me then to comfort and uphold; No gate of pearl, no branch of palm I merit, nor street of shining gold.
